
Genesis 10 
King James Version (KJV) 

10 Now these are the generations of the sons of Noah, Shem, Ham, 
and Japheth: and unto them were sons born after the flood. 

2 The sons of Japheth; Gomer, and Magog, and Madai, and Javan, and 
Tubal, and Meshech, and Tiras. (These names are similar to the sons 
of Esau, but these are a different people)  

3 And the sons of Gomer; Ashkenaz, and Riphath, and Togarmah. 

4 And the sons of Javan; Elishah, and Tarshish, Kittim, and Dodanim. 

5 By these were the isles of the Gentiles divided in their lands; every 
one after his tongue, after their families, in their nations. (Gentiles – 
Goy – the 6th day creation – the races. Two of every flesh <Gentiles> 
were taken aboard the ark. There was some of the 6th day creation 
living in the land of the Adamic people)  

NOTE: (The flood of Noah was not world wide. It was localized to 
where the 8th day creation had lived. In other regions of the world, 
away from the flood of Noah, the 6th day creation also continued to 
multiply)  

6 And the sons of Ham; Cush, and Mizraim, and Phut, and Canaan. 
(Canaan was that son that was born from Hams incest with Noah’s 
wife. His descendants became the Canaanites. They later lost the 
Promised Land to Moses and the Israelites, because of their 
perversion)  

7 And the sons of Cush; Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah, and Raamah, 
and Sabtechah: and the sons of Raamah; Sheba, and Dedan. 

8 And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be a mighty one in the earth. 
(Nimrod brought forth Babel which later became Babylon)  

9 He was a mighty hunter before the LORD: wherefore it is said, Even as 
Nimrod the mighty hunter before the LORD. (He had a bad reputation 
among other people. He was rebellious against God from the start)  

10 And the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, and Erech, and Accad, 
and Calneh, in the land of Shinar. (Shinar is one of the names of 
Babylon)  



11 Out of that land went forth Asshur, and builded Nineveh, and the city 
Rehoboth, and Calah, (Ninevah became the capital of Assyria, where 
Jonah was later brought to convert the population)  

12 And Resen between Nineveh and Calah: the same is a great city. 

13 And Mizraim begat Ludim, and Anamim, and Lehabim, and 
Naphtuhim, 

14 And Pathrusim, and Casluhim, (out of whom came Philistim,) and 
Caphtorim. 

15 And Canaan begat Sidon his first born, and Heth, 

16 And the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgasite, (Jebusites 
founded Jebus – later renamed Jerusalem by King David)  

17 And the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite, 

18 And the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite: and 
afterward were the families of the Canaanites spread abroad. 

19 And the border of the Canaanites was from Sidon, as thou comest to 
Gerar, unto Gaza; as thou goest, unto Sodom, and Gomorrah, and 
Admah, and Zeboim, even unto Lasha. (These Canaanite lands would 
become the Promised Land that God later gave to Moses and the 12 
tribes of Israel that came from Jacob)  

NOTE: (Later, in the days of Moses, God ordered the Canaanites 
destroyed because they had again mixed with the fallen angels, just 
like the people before Noah had. Giants <Geeber> were born to them. 
They also practiced sexual perversion and human sacrifice of their own 
children. That disgusted God. HE ordered Moses to wipe them out)  

20 These are the sons of Ham, after their families, after their tongues, 
in their countries, and in their nations. 

21 Unto Shem also, the father of all the children of Eber, the brother of 
Japheth the elder, even to him were children born. 

22 The children of Shem; Elam, and Asshur, and Arphaxad, and Lud, 
and Aram. 

23 And the children of Aram; Uz, and Hul, and Gether, and Mash. 



24 And Arphaxad begat Salah; and Salah begat Eber. 

25 And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of one was Peleg; for 
in his days was the earth divided; and his brother's name was Joktan. 
(Peleg = to divide; the earth was divided – their inherited land was 
divided between the two – nothing more than that)  

NOTE: (Ignorant preachers say that this is when the tectonic plates 
divided. That’s ridiculous. Tectonic plate division happened 4 billion 
years ago)  

26 And Joktan begat Almodad, and Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth, and 
Jerah, 

27 And Hadoram, and Uzal, and Diklah, 

28 And Obal, and Abimael, and Sheba, 

29 And Ophir, and Havilah, and Jobab: all these were the sons of 
Joktan. 

30 And their dwelling was from Mesha, as thou goest unto Sephar a 
mount of the east. 

31 These are the sons of Shem, after their families, after their tongues, 
in their lands, after their nations. 

32 These are the families of the sons of Noah, after their generations, in 
their nations: and by these were the nations divided in the earth after 
the flood. (They went on to begin nations in the area. These were the 
remaining people of the 8th day creation. The 6th day creation, 
however, were all over Europe, Africa, the Americas, Australia and 
Asia)  

NOTE: (The 8th day creation is through whom Jesus would come into 
the world. That’s the only difference between the two)
