And I found a register of the genealogy of them which came up at the
first, and found written therein, (They needed the genealogy to ensure
that these people were in fact of the 12 tribes. That is necessary in
order to understand the key of David - and the genealogy that Jesus
would come through <Judah and Levi>)

See Revelation-3:7-9 (After Jesus’ crucifixion — salvation was open to
all people who believe in Him, so the genealogy was no longer
necessary)
