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 (This chapter discusses what happened in the First Age, when Satan 
rebelled against God. That caused God to end the First Age, and begin 
this Age <the Age of flesh man>. We are all born innocent, with no 
memory of the First Age. We are here to decide whether we will follow 
God and live a good, healthy, righteous life; or follow Satan and the 
ways of the world – greed, lust for money and power, selfishness, 
pride, sexual perversion)  

31 And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the third month, in 
the first day of the month, that the word of the LORD came unto me, 
saying, 

2 Son of man, speak unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, and to his multitude; 
Whom art thou like in thy greatness? (Who do you think you are? God 
destroyed Satan; and he was far greater than you)  

3 Behold, the Assyrian was a cedar in Lebanon with fair branches, and 
with a shadowing shroud, and of an high stature; and his top was 
among the thick boughs.   (The Assyrian is a name given to Satan)  

(cedar in Lebanon – is a translation error; the word is: t’asher, not 
asher = a common, scrawny box cedar; not the big cedar trees of 
Lebanon)  

(t’asher is symbolic for Satan – a lowly box cedar who believes that he 
is a mighty cedar of Lebanon. The great cedars of Lebanon are 
symbolic for the Adamic peoples)  

NOTES: (Satan is a legend in his own mind. In truth, he was a great 
Cherub of God <KRB – Hebrew> during the First Age. But his self 
pride got the best of him. He rebelled against God, and God abased 
him and sentenced him to die after the Millennium period)  

(Today, he is a dead man walking. God will use him one last time to 
test the people. Will we choose God; or will we be deceived and follow 
antichrist? The choice is ours to make. We determine our own fate)  

4 The waters made him great, the deep set him up on high with her 
rivers running round about his plants, and sent her little rivers unto all 
the trees of the field. (During the First Age, God promoted him to be a 
cherub that protects the Mercy Seat of Christ)  



Genesis-2:8 (The rivers are the 4 great rivers of Eden)  

5 Therefore his height was exalted above all the trees of the field, and 
his boughs were multiplied, and his branches became long because of 
the multitude of waters, when he shot forth. (God gave him great 
stature as a Cherub because he earned it. But later, his self-pride grew 
as rapidly and as greatly as his stature)  

NOTE: (Pride has also been the downfall of many people in this world. 
Pride acts with subtlety on a person’s character. It can get out of 
control very quickly if we allow it)  

6 All the fowls of heaven made their nests in his boughs, and under his 
branches did all the beasts of the field bring forth their young, and 
under his shadow dwelt all great nations. (He gained control over 
others through subtlety and deceit. He also attracted all the evil 
creatures of the world to himself)  

Genesis-3:1-7 (Satan seduced Eve, and then, Adam with his subtlety 
as well. The result of Eve’s seduction was Cain, the father of Kenites 
today. Like his father Satan, Cain was a murderer)  

7 Thus was he fair in his greatness, in the length of his branches: for 
his root was by great waters. (Even a box cedar, when planted in 
fertile ground will grow tall. What made him a box cedar in God’s eyes 
was his lack of character and his deceitful ways. He is a traitor)  

8 The cedars in the garden of God could not hide him: the fir trees were 
not like his boughs, and the chestnut trees were not like his branches; 
nor any tree in the garden of God was like unto him in his beauty. 
(Garden of God – Eden)  

See Chapter-28:1-10 (God Said to Satan – “I made you the full 
parttern, not lacking anything” – because Satan earned it. He only 
turned to evil later, when he became full of himself) 

(That’s why God will empower the “strangers”, the Elect. God will use 
them to bring Satan down at the end of this Age)  

9 I have made him fair by the multitude of his branches: so that all the 
trees of Eden, that were in the garden of God, envied him. (God made 
Satan great, before his fall from grace)  

(Trees are symbolic for the people)  



10 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thou hast lifted up 
thyself in height, and he hath shot up his top among the thick boughs, 
and his heart is lifted up in his height; (Satan’s pride destroyed him)  

11 I have therefore delivered him into the hand of the mighty one of the 
heathen; he shall surely deal with him: I have driven him out for his 
wickedness. (After Satan’s failed rebellion, God demoted him to a 
position of degradation. In the end times, Satan, as antichrist, will 
once again lose his battle against God)  

12 And strangers, the terrible of the nations, have cut him off, and have 
left him: upon the mountains and in all the valleys his branches are 
fallen, and his boughs are broken by all the rivers of the land; and all 
the people of the earth are gone down from his shadow, and have left 
him. (This will happen on the 7th Trump, when the true Messiah 
returns. People will see that they have been deceived by antichrist – 
the fake messiah. They will all turn against him) Isaiah-14:12-17  

2Thessalonians-4:2 (Satan, as antichrist, will sit on his throne in 
Jerusalem, pretending to be Jesus <God in the flesh>. He is very 
intelligent and full of deceit. People will believe his lies and worship 
him as if he was God. That is called the Great Apostasy. It will happen 
at the 6th Trump)   

13 Upon his ruin shall all the fowls of the heaven remain, and all the 
beasts of the field shall be upon his branches: 

14 To the end that none of all the trees by the waters exalt themselves 
for their height, neither shoot up their top among the thick boughs, 
neither their trees stand up in their height, all that drink water: for 
they are all delivered unto death, to the nether parts of the earth, in 
the midst of the children of men, with them that go down to the pit. 
(This judgment is for all those who choose to follow Satan)  

15 Thus saith the Lord GOD; In the day when he went down to the grave 
I caused a mourning: I covered the deep for him, and I restrained the 
floods thereof, and the great waters were stayed: and I caused 
Lebanon to mourn for him, and all the trees of the field fainted for 
him. (The deceived peoples mourned for Satan when he was brought 
down in the First Age. They will do it again when he is exposed as a 
liar and a fraud, at the end of this Age)  

16 I made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him 
down to hell with them that descend into the pit: and all the trees of 



Eden, the choice and best of Lebanon, all that drink water, shall be 
comforted in the nether parts of the earth. 

17 They also went down into hell with him unto them that be slain with 
the sword; and they that were his arm, that dwelt under his shadow in 
the midst of the heathen.  (his arm = his seed <Kagan in the Hebrew> 
– bad translation; these are his progeny, his offspring. They are the 
Kenites – the descendants of Cain)  

(Today, they work continually with the Muslims, the atheists and the 
communists to destroy Christianity. The Kenites use them to quietly 
murder Christians around the world)  

18 To whom art thou thus like in glory and in greatness among the 
trees of Eden? yet shalt thou be brought down with the trees of Eden 
unto the nether parts of the earth: thou shalt lie in the midst of the 
uncircumcised with them that be slain by the sword. This is Pharaoh 
and all his multitude, saith the Lord GOD. (God did to Pharaoh as He 
did to Satan. He abased him for his sins)
