
Isaiah 23 
King James Version (KJV) 

23 The burden of Tyre. Howl, ye ships of Tarshish; for it is laid waste, 
so that there is no house, no entering in: from the land of Chittim it is 
revealed to them.   (burden = an oracle, a prophecy - bad translation)  

(Tyre was a small rocky island in the Med off the coast of Zidon, where 
Kenites did their commerce. Some believe their ships went as far as 
the Americas. Without Tyre, the ships of Tarshish will lose their 
marketplace)  

(Chittim was a place in Cypress. It means – the bruisers. Daniel called 
the Elect of the end days – ships of Chittim; because they will bruise 
antichrist with their testimony) See Mark-13:9-11   

2 Be still, ye inhabitants of the isle; thou whom the merchants of Zidon, 
that pass over the sea, have replenished. (Zidon was a supplier of 
goods and food to Tyre. Tyre was a trading & commerce capital of the 
Kenites)  

3 And by great waters the seed of Sihor, the harvest of the river, is her 
revenue; and she is a mart of nations. (Sihor = the Nile; they shipped 
grain via the Nile, to the surrounding nations. Tyre was the merchant 
of those nations)  

4 Be thou ashamed, O Zidon: for the sea hath spoken, even the 
strength of the sea, saying, I travail not, nor bring forth children, 
neither do I nourish up young men, nor bring up virgins. (Tyre will not 
go on forever. It will be gone)  

5 As at the report concerning Egypt, so shall they be sorely pained at 
the report of Tyre. (They will lose their marketplace for all the grain 
that they exported)  

6 Pass ye over to Tarshish; howl, ye inhabitants of the isle. 

7 Is this your joyous city, whose antiquity is of ancient days? her own 
feet shall carry her afar off to sojourn. (The Kenites of Tyre trace their 
ancestry back to Cain. They are the lineage of evil down through the 
ages. They are still around today, working their greed and evil, behind 
the scenes)  



8 Who hath taken this counsel against Tyre, the crowning city, whose 
merchants are princes, whose traffickers are the honourable of the 
earth? (They deal in merchandise. They establish kings and kingdoms 
in other nations with their great wealth and with political corruption) 

(The corruption is still going on today because of the Rothschild family, 
the Rockefeller family, the Soros family and the other world bankers, 
for example. They honor money, wealth and power; instead of God. 
They are the modern day Kenites)  

9 The LORD of hosts hath purposed it, to stain the pride of all glory, and 
to bring into contempt all the honourable of the earth. (They turn 
everything upside down. They honor the dishonorable <perversion, 
homosexuality, abortion, atheism, Islam, socialism>, and condemn the 
honorable <Christianity, morality, even God Himself>)  

10 Pass through thy land as a river, O daughter of Tarshish: there is no 
more strength. (When antichrist goes down, their money and power 
machine will also be ended)  

11 He stretched out his hand over the sea, he shook the kingdoms: 
the LORD hath given a commandment against the merchant city, to 
destroy the strong holds thereof. (Tyre was destroyed long ago, and 
was never re-established)  

(Still the Kenites go on behind the scenes to continue their commerce 
and press their hidden power. Jesus will end them forever when He 
returns as messiah at the 7th Trump)  

12 And he said, Thou shalt no more rejoice, O thou oppressed virgin, 
daughter of Zidon: arise, pass over to Chittim; there also shalt thou 
have no rest. (Chittim – a place in Cypress)  

13 Behold the land of the Chaldeans; this people was not, till the 
Assyrian founded it for them that dwell in the wilderness: they set up 
the towers thereof, they raised up the palaces thereof; and he brought 
it to ruin. (Nebuchadnezzar took Judah, but he never completely took 
Tyre. They bribed him to go away with their enormous wealth)  

14 Howl, ye ships of Tarshish: for your strength is laid waste. (The Lord 
shall lay it to waste. On the Lord’s Day, earthly riches <what they 
treasure the most> will be worthless)  



15 And it shall come to pass in that day, that Tyre shall be forgotten 
seventy years, according to the days of one king: after the end of 
seventy years shall Tyre sing as an harlot. (This is the 70 years that 
Judah was captive to Babylon) 

NOTES: (After 70 years, King Cyrus took Zidon in 426 BC, but not 
Tyre. Tyre became like an orphan, without Zidon)  

(It would be Alexander who would finally take Tyre. He built a mound, 
a road into the sea, to the Island to finally defeat it. It was too well 
fortified to be taken by sea)  

16 Take an harp, go about the city, thou harlot that hast been 
forgotten; make sweet melody, sing many songs, that thou mayest be 
remembered. (Advertise all you like; your days of financial harlotry are 
over. You will be forgotten like all other evil empires)  

17 And it shall come to pass after the end of seventy years, that 
the LORD will visit Tyre, and she shall turn to her hire, and shall 
commit fornication with all the kingdoms of the world upon the face of 
the earth. (Tyre was trying to make deals with anyone for help from 
the coming of Cyrus. The deal makers of Tyre were passing out the 
bribes to anyone who would hear them) 

NOTE: (This is how the Kenites still operate today. Most people aren’t 
even aware of them. They work behind the scenes. They use their ill 
gotten wealth to bribe and corrupt world leaders to do their bidding)  

Examples: (They use their wealth and influence to flood the Christian 
nations with Muslim “refugees”. Today, Europe is in dire straights 
because of them. They have lost their national identity in the name of 
“inclusion” and multi-culturalism)  

(North America is next. Our borders are open to the same invaders. 
The corrupt left is getting rich from bribes, while the good people <the 
citizens of the US and Canada> fall deeper and deeper into poverty)  

18 And her merchandise and her hire shall be holiness to the LORD: it 
shall not be treasured nor laid up; for her merchandise shall be for 
them that dwell before the LORD, to eat sufficiently, and for durable 
clothing. (God will use Tyre’s wealth to feed the people of God – a 
figure of speech) 



(God’s truth and wisdom will turn Tyre’s corruption into physical and 
spiritual nourishment for the good people of the world. The truth will 
defeat the liars forever)
