
Genesis 5 
King James Version (KJV) 

5 This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that God 
created man, in the likeness of God made he him; 

2 Male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their 
name Adam, in the day when they were created. (Adam = of a ruddy 
complexion – showing blood in the face – the people that we call 
Caucasians, today) See John-8:44  

3 And Adam lived an hundred and thirty years, and begat a son in his 
own likeness, and after his image; and called his name Seth: (Cain is 
not listed here because he was not Adam’s son. He was Satan’s son. 
Abel is not listed because he died before he could have children)  

4 And the days of Adam after he had begotten Seth were eight hundred 
years: and he begat sons and daughters: 

5 And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years: 
and he died. 

6 And Seth lived an hundred and five years, and begat Enos: 

7 And Seth lived after he begat Enos eight hundred and seven years, 
and begat sons and daughters: 

8 And all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years: and he 
died. 

9 And Enos lived ninety years, and begat Cainan: 

10 And Enos lived after he begat Cainan eight hundred and fifteen 
years, and begat sons and daughters: 

11 And all the days of Enos were nine hundred and five years: and he 
died. 

12 And Cainan lived seventy years and begat Mahalaleel: 

13 And Cainan lived after he begat Mahalaleel eight hundred and forty 
years, and begat sons and daughters: 



14 And all the days of Cainan were nine hundred and ten years: and he 
died. 

15 And Mahalaleel lived sixty and five years, and begat Jared: 

16 And Mahalaleel lived after he begat Jared eight hundred and thirty 
years, and begat sons and daughters: 

17 And all the days of Mahalaleel were eight hundred ninety and five 
years: and he died. 

18 And Jared lived an hundred sixty and two years, and he begat 
Enoch: (Enoch is 7 generations from Adam. He was a preacher of 
God’s Word. He preached about the fallen angels and how the Kenites 
are the enemy of God. So, as such, they should be watched, but 
stayed away from)  

NOTE: (Knowing who the enemy is makes us prepared to stand 
against them. Forewarned is fore armed. That’s why Jesus only 
favored the churches of Smyrna and Philadelphia. Because they teach 
who the Kenites are) see Revelation-2:9, 3:9  

19 And Jared lived after he begat Enoch eight hundred years, and begat 
sons and daughters: 

20 And all the days of Jared were nine hundred sixty and two years: and 
he died. 

21 And Enoch lived sixty and five years, and begat Methuselah: 

22 And Enoch walked with God after he begat Methuselah three hundred 
years, and begat sons and daughters: 

23 And all the days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years: 

24 And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him. 
(Enoch didn’t die like all those before him. He preached against the 
fallen angels who came to earth to mate with the daughters of Adam. 
This was part of Satan’s plan to pollute the seed line of Adam, to 
prevent Jesus from coming through that line. Satan failed, as usual)  

(Enoch was taken by God alive <transfigured>. He will return as a 
flesh man in the end days when antichrist is deceiving the world. The 



fallen angels will also be here again, mating with the daughters of 
Adam) see Chapter-6; also see Hebrews-11:5-6, Jude-1:14-15  

25 And Methuselah lived an hundred eighty and seven years, and begat 
Lamech.  

(Many of the lineage of Adam have the same names as the Kenite 
descendents of Cain. Names are not important. What is important is 
knowing their lineage; who they came from. That is a key part of the 
parable of the fig tree. It is also called the key of David)  

26 And Methuselah lived after he begat Lamech seven hundred eighty 
and two years, and begat sons and daughters: 

27 And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and nine 
years: and he died. 

28 And Lamech lived an hundred eighty and two years, and begat a 
son: 

29 And he called his name Noah, saying, This same shall comfort us 
concerning our work and toil of our hands, because of the ground 
which the LORD hath cursed. (Noah = rest)  

NOTE: (See the video <Genesis Floods> on this website to correlate 
the melting of the Ice Age with the flood of Noah. God’s Word lines up 
perfectly with the geology of the world)  

30 And Lamech lived after he begat Noah five hundred ninety and five 
years, and begat sons and daughters: 

31 And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred seventy and seven 
years: and he died. 

32 And Noah was five hundred years old: and Noah begat Shem, Ham, 
and Japheth. (Noah’s sons are listed backwards – youngest first; an 
acrostic – see chapters 6-9 for an explanation)
